As of May 20,
2025, they have served 197 families
this year, the majority of whom are
returning clients.

Their garden has begun producing
for the year and so far it is doing
better than all the years past, a bless-
ing since they were hit hard by the
drought last year.

Their thrift store continues to be
busy. They offer clothing and home
goods at extremely low prices and
the proceeds help them to cover
their operating expenses.

For back to school, they hope to be
able to offer school supplies to area
children. Their goal this year is to
